Building Committee Update:

On May 5, the Building Committee met to consider
four construction bids, which were as follows:
$1,432,500; $1,776,058; $1,495,000; $1,747,000.
After considerable discussion, the committee
developed a recommendation that was presented
to the church board on May 14 and was adopted by
the board. Since the bids were a bit higher than the
committee had hoped to see and with an eye
toward reducing costs along with the intention of
placing church members in a position to oversee
and to be responsible for the construction work, the
building committee recommended that Lannie
Simmons and Ronnie Simmons of S&S
Construction be hired as construction managers. In
this capacity they will oversee the work and identify
the best value contractors for each phase of the
building. For example, one contractor may be
selected for drywall, another for heating and cooling
and so on. As construction managers, S&S will be
able to make cost effective and practical decisions
when we run into those “unexpected” glitches that
require a construction change, thereby avoiding the
longer, more laborious and costly route of working
up a construction change order. As needed, they
will be able to assist contractors with construction
work since they are the project managers. Material
for the building will be purchased through the
church, thereby saving a significant amount of
money since the church is tax exempt. They will
also review all invoices to make sure that we get
what we’re paying for. S&S will be paid 10% of the
construction cost to oversee and manage the
project.
