It is good to see the new building "rising from the
ground." We have many pictures of the
construction and our webmaster, Dennis Blackburn,
is preparing to put some of them on our website.

Someone who wishes to remain anonymous has
been concerned about general safety and security
around the outside of the church and has donated a
new surveillance system that monitors activity
around the buildings. We certainly hope that the
new construction proceeds without incident and
that we will not have any additional vandalism
issues. You will remember that several months ago
windows were kicked in along the ground floor of
the Education Building.

Two questions that I'm frequently asked: When will
be the building be finished? Why wood and metal
studs? | hope that the work will be finished by
June, but | don't think anyone knows for sure. The
weather, of course, has determined the schedule
so far and the work is behind in terms of the hopes
& expectations of the builders. As | understand,
height, anticipated load, length of wall are the
determining factors in wood or metal. Any one of
those factors coming into play result in a shift from
wood to metal.

In 1895-96, John G. Fee built the first church on
this site. As you know, the 20th century saw
numerous  renovations to that  building.
Each adjustment was a significant time in the life of
this congregation. This moment in our history is a
remarkable and exciting time as we look down the
road to tomorrow. It isreassuring to know that,
once again, the congregation has risen to the
challenges of the time.

Building Committee Update:

At it's October 13 meeting, the following items were
discussed:

1) Whether metal roofing is feasible. Cost will be
explored.

2) Electrical & lighting issues were discussed. John
Heiser & Mike Robinson are assisting with that
since they work in that field.

3) The committee will accept 2 light fixtures that
someone wants to donate.

4) A baptistry has been order from Superior
Fiberglass in Texas

5) The young people would like to have a youth
room in the basement of the new building. The
committee was unanimous in supporting the idea,
but said that we need to complete construction as it
is currently called for without adding

changes. Such aroom can be completed later on.
6) The committee passed a motion that any
requests about the building, new ideas, or
suggestions for change be brought to the building
committee instead of the contractors.

7) A six feet in diameter round window with a cross
in the center will be on the front of the bell tower.

8) The company that moved the piano and organ
will be contacted in order to assist with speaker
placement for the organ.

9). It was suggested that we have a "stud-signing
party" to allow everyone to put their signature and
date somewhere in the structure.

The committee meets the second and fourth
Tuesdays of each month. The next meetings will
be Nov. 10" & 24th.
